Place: Old Prefectural Assembly Building (1-1 Takimachi, Yamaguchi City) 

Requirements: Must be 15 years of age or older, be a foreign resident living, working, or studying in 

Yamaguchi Prefecture, and not have lived in Japan for more than 5 years 

Speech Requirements  

Theme: Topic of Your Choice (foreign residents in Yamaguchi Prefecture are free to write about their 

thoughts in daily life, findings or other topics relating to Japan or Yamaguchi, the deepening of mutual 

understanding with residents in the prefecture, etc.) 

Time Limit: Less than six minutes, use of manuscript paper allowed, but points may be deducted 

Rubric: Content- 60 points, Expressions- 40 points, out of a possible 100 points 

Prizes 

First Place: Certificate, Plaque and 30,000 yen 

Second Place: Certificate, Plaque and 20,000 yen 

Soroptimist International of Yamaguchi: Certificate, Plaque and 5,000 yen 

Honorable Mention: Certificate and 5,000 yen
